Who are you and why am | here?

We are a commercial company called Braiins Systems
s.r.o., with its registered office at Kfizikova 148/34, Karlin,
Prague 8, Czech Republic, Id. No. 241 47 931, registered
in the commercial register kept by the Municipal Court in
Prague under file No. C 183056.

What are cookies?

Cookies are small text files that are downloaded to your
device by websites you visit. They allow websites to
recognize your device and store some information, for
example about your location and past actions.

There are different types of cookies. Some cookies may be
stored on your device till their expiry date, unless you
delete them earlier (“persistent cookies”), and some may
expire at the end of your browsing session, when your web
browser is closed (“session cookies”). Some cookies may
come directly from the web server of our website
(“first-party cookie”) and some are stored by a different
domain (“third party cookies”).

What cookies do you use?

The cookies we use cannot grant us any access to your
computer. These cookies are not viruses or spyware and
are not built to damage your device. We use both
persistent and session cookies and both first-party and
third-party cookies on our website.

Statis Analytics Cooki

These cookies are used to help us understand how visitors
interact with our website by collecting anonymous
information.

The information we collect from performance cookies is
gathered as a "group statistic" e.g. 40,000 people viewed
the website in May, rather than Mr. John Brown viewed the
Braiins OS section of the website in April. In short, we
cannot identify you from performance and analytical
cookies.
